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The Vincent’s Club Award Scheme

The Vincent’s Club Award Scheme will provide financial support, through the making of financial awards to outstanding scholar athletes, whether applying for admission to the University of Oxford, in the case of scholarships, or already admitted to it, in the case of bursaries.

Criteria
Awards are available to both undergraduate and postgraduate students of all countries who, in addition to their academic capacity, are talented sportspeople and display qualities including:
· Strong academic attainment coupled with sporting achievement and potential.
· Strength of character, fellowship and leadership potential.
· An interest in participation in broader activities, including outreach.
· A commitment to helping those less fortunate.

In 2015/16, a minimum of five awards are available. The Selection Committee reserve the right to vary the amounts of the awards. These will either be scholarships or bursaries (an applicant may receive a scholarship or a bursary, but not both) depending on the applications received:

Vincent’s Scholarships will be recurrent awards worth up to £2,500 per annum. These are intended to assist applicants demonstrating the appropriate qualities to lead a full life and to develop their talents at the University of Oxford. It is intended that Vincent’s Scholarships will be awarded to outstanding students regardless of the cost of their sporting activity. The scholarships will be allocated based on financial need. The selection process will be weighted in favour of students from lower income households, but will not exclude others. Students will be entitled to receive the awards in addition to any bursaries which are available from the University or colleges. Unless there were to be a ‘material’ change in circumstances, the scholarships will be awarded for the standard duration of the candidate’s Oxford degree course.

Vincent’s Bursaries will be one-off awards worth up to a maximum of £2,500 in each instance. These will be awarded to support the specific costs or needs associated with higher-cost sporting activities. The bursaries will be allocated based on financial need and will be available to students who are already in residence at Oxford, e.g. to fund or partly fund specialist coaching, travel and/or expensive equipment.

Where students are applying for assistance to enhance both their sporting and academic life at Oxford, and also to cover specific costs associated with their sport, the selection panel will assess the range of candidates and decide whether scholarships or bursaries are more appropriate. 

In the selection process particular attention will be paid to the potential for all-round contribution to the University of Oxford. The awards will be available for practitioners of all officially registered University sports. The scheme is open to all students.

Submission of an annual report to Vincent’s Club on academic and sporting progress is a requirement for all Vincent’s Award holders.
